Enclosed in this brochure are several pieces of information designed to help you learn more about the program and to answer questions you and others may be asking about the campaign. The items are:  

· A two-sided insert on which you will find preliminary cost estimates for both the construction/renovation and purchase of a building/land for the ministry, worship and community center and, the estimates for the repairs/renovations/remodeling of the church building, Grace Growth Center and the church-owned parsonages.

· A one-sided insert (Disbursement Guide) outlining a plan approved by the Administrative Board at its April 2007 meeting for the disbursement of monies received as a result of the financial commitments you and others make to the campaign.

· A one-sided insert (Over and Above Three Year Gift Profile) outlining a gift plan including, specific gift levels and the number of gifts at each level that will enable us to reach our goal of 4 million plus dollars to accomplish our campaign building objectives.

· A pamphlet (Over and Above) describing how to make a financial gift “over and above” your weekly tithe to the church and its ministries.

Printed on the inside cover of the Called to Grow folder you will also find a brief 

history of the church.  The history serves as both a testimony to the people of Grace in whose footsteps we follow, but more importantly, as a testimony to our God who enabled the church to raise the equivalent (in today’s money) of nearly $3.2 million dollars to build the building the present church building. On the inside cover you will also find a picture capturing the beauty of the present church building and, an architect’s rendering of what the new ministry, worship and community center may someday look like.
